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A conference was held in the city
of Washington last Saturday between
the Attorney-Generals of Maryland
and Virginia aud an agreement was

reached by them, it is stated, regard
ing the late capture by the Virginia
oyster police authorities of two boats
owned by Marylanders. The result
of that meeting has not been given
officially to the public, but as the
Attorney-General of Maryland has
expressed himself as satisfied with it,
it is safe to predict, that the Attor¬
ney General of Virginia has not ac¬

quitted himself in the matter in a

manner creditable either to himself
or his State. Judging the Maryland
authorities by their past record on

oyster questions, they are not satis¬
fied unless everything is conceded to
them which they may ask for, and
the outcome of the late conference
seeins to have been too pleasing to
the Attorney-General of Maryland,
to leave it in doubt that a bluuder
was committed on the part of the
representative of Virginia. Indeed,

"

it seems to have leaked out.that such
was the case.and a greater one even

than could have been anticipated by
the closest stickler as to the comity
which ought to prevail between the
two States. That the Attorney-Gen¬
eral speaking for Yirijiuiii should
have agreed "to return io Maryland
the boats captured and release the
men," as reported, with nothing more
substantial than the promise in re¬

turn of honoring a requisition from
Virginia for parties indicted for vio¬
lating our oyster laws is enough to
make us almost doubt the ability i i
our Attorney General to fill the high
position he holds.
No requisition from the Governor

of Virginia, of course, will be honored
as the Governor of Maryland could
not be convinced that a Marylander
was trespassing on Virginia territory,
it matters not how far over the line
he might be caught taking oysters.
The requisition certainly would no*
be honored as to the men we now

have in our custody, the Attorney
General of Maryland having already
indicated the stand that would be
taken by him regarding same, in say.
ing as he did recently, "the alleged
illegal dredging took place in Tangier
Sound, in a belt, the sovoreignity of
which.so far as the two States are

concerned.has been in doubt for
several years."

It is to be hoped that the Attorney
General of the State has been incor¬
rectly reported as to his views in the
matter, and if he haB not been,_ that
our Executive will not presume, at
least, acting apon his advice, to say
taftkie court having jurisdiction in
the matter what it shall do.

The call, for Democrats to meet in
Richmond in May to consider the
plan for choosing United States Sena¬
tor by the people, seems to have
struck a popular chord and one so

entirely in accord with the 'fitness
of things," that the politicians of the
State generally, if dissenting, havej
been silent in their opposition to itj
Senator Martin even has been pru-
dent enough, to 6ay, "that any
method of selecting candidates for
the Senate that seems best for the
people of the State would besatisfac
tory to him." So far as we are ad¬
vised, Senator Daniel is the only
Democrat of prominence in Virginia,
who is outspoken in his opposition to
it and if he has any good reason for
the position taken by him it has not
yet been given to the public. It does
not seem hard, however, to read be¬
tween the lines and discover one of
the reasons of Senator Daniel's op
position. He discloses that reason by
saying, "my colleague is one of the
bes| Senators in the chamber and a

much better man than I am. And I
am satisfied he will be re-elected by
the next Legislature. It will be the
best selection the people of Virginia
could make." He shows his fear also
that his colleague could not be elec¬
ted, if tbe people are given the op¬
portunity to have a voice in the mat¬
ter.
The preference expressed by Sena¬

tor Daniel, of course, is attracting
general attention throughout the
State, but we mistake the temper of
the people of Virginia, if with .°li
their admiration for him, they do
not resent the disposition exhibited
by him to defeat their will and to de
prive them of the right of saying who
shall be his colleague. Senator Daniel
even, as proud as the people of Vir¬
ginia are of him aud as much as they
have delighted to honor him in the
past and will continue to do it in the
future, cannot be accepted by them
as a boss. He has the right to prefer
Mr. Martin as his colleague, but it is
due to the people of Virginia also, to

be given the opportunity to Bay
whether or not they want him as

their next Senator.

The quarantine season for Norfolk
and other ports began Saturday and
throughout its continuance all ves¬

sels arriving from tropical ports will
lie boarded and inspected by the
Marine Hospital surgeons of Fisher
man's Island and Old Point Comfort.
The hospital ship Jamestown has
been fitted out for fumigating all
suspected crafts. The tropical trade
of both Norfolk and Baltimore has
increased so greatly as to make these
precautions at the entrance to the
Chesapeake imperative.

The Ettrick and Matoaca Cotton
Manufacturing Companies, of Peters¬
burg, increased the wages of their
operatives Monday 5 per cent. This
makes an increase of 10 per cent,
within the past six weeks. These two
factories give employment to 000
people.

Shaft of the Yirjfhtia.
For years neglected and forgotten

except by a few. a portion of the
shaft which turned the propeller of
the famous old battleship Virginia
lay in the yards of the HaxalNCren-
sbaw Mills of this city. After the war
the Virginia, dismantled, was sold
for junk, and most of the iron was

bought by different foundries of this
city. The shaft was sold, but on ac
count of its size and perhaps, too.
because of Its associations, it was
never cut up or used in any other
construction, and after the lapse of
years was overlooked and forgotten.
An old soldier of the Confederacy,

iu his walks in and around the city,
bad bis attention called to this sliaf,
and, wondering at its position ana
unusual surroundings, started an in¬
vestigation, and satisfactorily e6tab
lished the identity of the relic. He
then watched it daily as a treasure
he feared would be taken from hitn
until he could quietly raise the funds
to bUy it This was finally accoin-
Dlisbed by his telling of his find to
some ladies.members of the Coufed
erate Memorial Literary Society.and
starting a subscription for the pur¬
chase. A committee of the ladies was
formed, and after much trouble a

decree of court was obtained through
the late Mr. Barton Wise, counsel and
trustee in the affairs of the company
that owned the shaft, then out of ex¬

istence, to sell the shaft for $50.
The ladies, with the old soldiers1

first subscription and the help given
them by other irood Confederates,
"bought the precious relic. The con¬

sent of the managers of the Confed
erate Museum beiug obtained, it is
proposed shortly to put the shaft in
position on two granite supports in.
the grounds of the museum, and on

it a tablet, with names of the officers
aud men of the ship inscribed. This
tablet is presented by Buchanan
(.'limp of Confederate Veterans of
Baltimore, who have taken a lively
interest iu this monument, so appro
priate to the gallant commander and
crew of the gallaut ship, which revo¬
lutionized the uaval warfare of the
world in a day. The committee ex¬

pect to have the shaft presented to
the museum some time iu May, when
the Buchauan Camp, of Baltimore,
will be invited to attend the exercises
which they hope to make interesting
and commemorative of the heroes to
whose memory the monument is
erected.
The grauite work for the pedestal

is doue at cost by Mr. Netherwood.of
this city, aud Mr. Cyru6 Bor-sieux will
do the hauling on the same terms.
The ladies think this will be one of

the most interesting relics iu the pos¬
session of the museum, and they aho
hope later on to have a bronze bust
of Admiral Buchanan placed on a pe¬
destal near the shaft, if the necessary
funds can be raised, which can no

doubt, be done if the friends and ad¬
mirers of that grand old man through
out the couutry will come to their as¬
