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Tho products of the Eastern Shore
may not be exhibited at the Jamestown
Exposition, as provided for by the
Boards of Supervisors of tho two coun¬

ties and the Eastern Shore Produce
Exchange, and if the advices received
are correct, a decent respect for our

selves and a proper regard fi
interests seemtodemand that we
down and out." If the committee i
charge of the produce department at

the Exposition, in their effort to boost
the products of one county, have shown
favors to that county, as reported,then
tho treatment to the other counties in
tho State has boen so unjust, that they
should not desire a place at the great
show. It is to be hoped, though, that
the members of the committee have
not gone so far, that they will not be
able to retrace their steps and invite
us back with the assurance that we
will be given a fair deal. We have thc
right to expect this much, and the com¬

mittee, as representatives of all of the
people of the State, have no right to

grant favors to ono section to the
detriment of other counties, and surely
not to one county to the exclusion of
all the other counties in the State.

The Accomac High School closed its
doors on Thursday, and in noting the
fact we voice, we believe, the senti¬
ment of the people of the town and
community in saying, that its excellent
corps of teachers during the past ses¬

sion discharged all their duties well
and merit the commendation of all its
patrons. They deserve the rest they
have so well earned and all of us unite
in tho request that they be returned
and give us the benefit of their valuable
services not only for another year but
for many years. They should be re¬

turned to us with increased salaries,
and it is to be hoped, that our school
funds will enable us to show our ap¬
preciation of them in that way another
session.

In the absence of Dr. J. P. Green,
of Missouri, the head of the Southern
Baptist Educational Conference, the
meeting of ibis body was called to
order Thursday morning in Grace
Street Bapti-t Church, Richmond, by
the vice president, Dr. J. J. Taylor,
president of Georgetown College,
Kentucky. The attemtance numbered
several hundred people, and in the
Katherine: was a liberal proportion of
ladies.

Con¬
necting as it will the waters of tin

bay and the ocean and making them
tributary to our growth and develop¬
ment can anyone doubt the blessing
such a road will be to us? That

capital in such a road would be a

paying investment too is not to bt

questioned in the light of the factt-
and figures presented in the last isstn
of this paper. Showing as they did
revenues largely in excess of tho op¬
erating expenses of the proposed road
can any reasonable man fail to sec

that the business now being done is

"susceptible of a largo development1'
and of still greater profit to those
having stock in it?
The president of ihe banking com¬

pany, in conference with the stock¬
holders of the Accomac Traction and
Power Co. at Onancock on Tuesday,
was so favorably impressed with the

proposed route that he said, "we

should never have gone to Philadel¬
phia or elsewhere for money to build
tho linc" and surely we will not fail
to put up enough money to build and
equip one-third of it.

>or cent, of the cost of construction
md equipment should be subscribed
.v om citi/.ens. Ho would only take
tn interest in a road, properly built of
irst-class material, with ample facili-
ios to handle not only the passenger
ravel, but all kinds of freight. In the
Kindling of freight, arrangements
mist be made and tho road so con¬

structed that the curs of the New
i'ork, Philadelphia and Norfolk road
.ould be loaded and unloaded at
stations to be established along the
robey lino. For freight, loss than
;ar lots, the freight car of the Trac¬
ion Company to be used. Ho also re¬

paired the extension of the road to
Kattie Point on Metompkin bay. His
'stimale was that a first-class road
from Onancock via Tasley and Acco¬
mack to Metompkin bay could be
baili and equipped for about one

hundred thousand dollars. This be¬
ing the case, wo shall have to raise
thirty-three thousand dollars.
