Female Tents, compoeed of white
females 12 years of age and upwards,
a Junior Branch of Boys from 12 to
-|16 years, and Juvenile Tents, for
Children of both sexes between the
ages of § and 16 years.

Each branch hasa serviee especially
adapted. It has been found that by
working in separate branches of the
organization, there is more freedom
of action than when all ages and
sexes are thrown together. Each
branch of the Order is represented in
the higher body, and a fostering care
is exercised overallalike. Thus with
the men and women, girls and boys
all united under one head the I. O.
of R. is as an irresistable army mov-
ing on to victory.

The Order has, and will continue
to prove a blessing to our ecountry,
| not only in proving an asylum for the
reformed drunkard, but by inducing
the sober and relizious part of the
comunity to unite in securing the
rising generation from the evils of
intemperance, and ultimately hand
down to generations yet unborn, the
benefits of sobriety.
