vices of Miss Oglevle at a salary of $25
per, month and nominal board. Miss
Oglevle graduated from the Scarratt
Training School, and was thoroughly
competent to perform the duties of the
position. About one-half of the amount
has been pledged towards this salary,find with a subscription of ten cents
monthly from, each of the EpworthLeagues the amount could be easilyprovided. The principal, work to be
done by the city missionary is to gather
necessary clothing for poor children so
they can be sent to Sunday school andbe trained in morals and religion. Each
pastor, whose members are represented
on this board, is considered an auxil¬
iary member, and is privileged to at¬
tend the meetings and make such Bug¬
gesttons as he may deem advisable for
the furtherance of the objects designed.On motion of Dr. A. Coke Smith Mrs.
Favllle was made an honorary mem¬
ber of the Preachers' Conference, and
was accorded the privilege of attendingthe meetlhgs of the body whenever she
may desire to do so, and to impartwhatever information In regard to city
mission work she may be In possessionof.

WILL AID THE BOERS
Webster Davis Returns From

His Trip to South Africa.

While at Pretoria Ho Ilccame a Convor

to tli is Cause of tho Struggling Doers anil
Will Resign us Set votary of tho Interior
to Assist Them.

(By Telegraph to Vlrglnlan-Pllot.)
Washington, April 2..Webster Davis,

Assistant Secretary of the Interlor.who
has just returned from South Africa,
to-duy announces his withdrawal from
the Depart! tent and prepared a letter
of resignation for submission to the
President, to take effect very shortly.
He will go on the lecture platform in
the interest of the Boers. Mr. Davis
says that as a result of his visit to
the- Transvaal he feels Impelled to ten¬
der his resignation as^Asslstunt sec-
retary of the Interior. He will at an
early date deliver a lecture in this city
in the interests of the "siouth African
Republics. Mr. Davis feels that this
Is the best way to rouse the enthusi¬
asm of the American people in behalf
of those Republics and awaken atten¬
tion to the Justl.e of their cause.
Mr. Davis decided to resign because

of the acceptance of an Invitation to
deliver a lecture on the South Africnn
war, and he felt that, as an official, he
could not express Iiis views with such
ftcedom as he could as a private citi¬
zen. The invitation was extended by
non-partlzan citizens of Washington,
and, was not Inspired in any way by
persons directly connected with Boer
interests. Mr. Davis said to-day:.

A MATTER OF SYMPATHY.
"It Is purely a matter of sympathy

on my part. 1 went to South Africa un¬
prejudiced, visited botn armies, saw
much of the British soldiers anil people,and also much of the Boers. After see¬
ing what I did, I made up my mind
that the cause of the Boers was just;
that the two smallest Republics in the
world were struggling against the
greatest empire in the world for jus¬tice and independence. The struggle
seemed to me very unequal. The whole
number of Boers, including men, wo¬
men and children, is not greater than
the population of the city of Washing¬
ton, and yet these hrnve people have
the courage to put up the greatest light
in history against an empire of four
hundred millions. I concluded at once
that my sympathies were with those
struggling for liberty, and I feel that
the American people should sympathize
with them in their fight for justice and
independence.

APPEALS OF THE BOERS.
"When I entered the train at Pre¬

toria, on my return home, fully 2,000
men and women, mostly women, whose
husbands and fathers and sons were at
the front, gathered ut the station to
bid me good-bye, and as the tears roll¬
ed down many of their faces, they
made the last request of me that I do
everything within my power upon my
return home to let the American peo¬
ple know of their exact condition; to
let them know how they had been
abused and outrageously misrepresent¬
ed by the English. The English cor¬
respondents have no trouble in getting
their dispatches over the cable lines,
as they are controlled absolutely by the
British, and it is Impossible for infor¬
mation regarding the situation from
the Boers' standpoint to reach the
American people. If I did not, as a
free American, decide to listen to their
appeals my conscience would burn and
the faces of those suffering people, as
brave and as noble as God ever let live
In any land, would haunt me as long
as I live. I am, therefore, determined
to do everything in my humble way to
assist them. Their cause is just, and
in God is their trust; and. In the light
of the past history of the American
people, who went through the name
struggle. I believe the Boers will win."

THE PROPER THING.
Mr. Davis was asked what course he

would have the people of this country
pursue In order to assist the Boers. He
replied:
"Do anything and everything within

their power, and let Great Britain and
the world know that the sympathies of
the American people are not with
Great Britain, but with the Boem and
In the interests of humanity and civili¬
zation. We should let the world know-
that such an unholy war should stop,
and stop at once."
Mr. Davis, since his return to this

country, has had numerous Invitations
to deliver lectures, but has so far de¬
cided to accent only that extended by
the citizens of Washington. This lec¬
ture probably will be delivered next
Sunday night.
CONFERENCE WITH M'KINLEY.
Mr. Davis denied that he brought

with him a communication to this gov¬
ernment from President Kruger. He
admitted, however, that he had had
several conferences with President Mc¬
Kinley, but declined to make public
what had passed between them-
When asked as to whether he would

go on the stump during this campaign
In the Interest of the Republican party,
Mr. Davis said that he did not care to
look Into the future, nnd that all he
had within sight at present was his
lecture In Washington. He had no
criticisms to make in regard to the ad-

NORFOLK AND WESTERN

THE PENNSYLVANIA RAILROAD
ACQUIRES INTEREST.

(By Telegraph to VIrglnlan-Pllot.)
New Y'ork, April 2..President Henry

Fink, of the Norfolk and Western, to¬
day confirmed the report that the
Pennsylvania had purchased a consid¬
erable amount of the company's com¬
mon and preferred stock, although the
total is far from enough to Indicate
a chantre in control. He said that he
was very much pleased with the in¬
terest taken by the Pennsylvania In
the Norfolk and Western, and was con¬
fident that the position of the road and
of its securities had been materially
strengthened by recent developments.

d.interest of tho
Pennsylvania in Norfolk and Western,
snld Mr. Fink, has been taken with
the same idea In mind as that which
in the past four months has prompted
large Investments In Baltimore and
Chesapeake and Ohio. In none of these
cases have the purchase's been large
enough to give the acquirer the power
to dictate policies, and this has not
been desired. It has resulted In a
change In personnel In the Board of
Directors in the two last named roads,
and when the proper time arrives will
show In the same way In the Norfolk
and Western Board of Directors. Under
the plan of reorganization of the Nor¬
folk and Western, the common stock
does not have the same representation
ns the preferred, and will not until Sep¬
tember of next year. At present the
preferred has the right to elect two-
thirds of the Board of Directors. For
this reason the Inrgest part of the buy¬
ing by Pennsylvania, in this has been
in Norfolk and Western preferred.
Talking ubout tho matter. Mr. Fink

said that it was yet too early to indi¬
ente the retiring members of the Board
of Directors and their likely successors.
He added:
"I think the interest that the Penn¬

sylvania has taken In the Norfolk and
Western is the best thing that could
have happened. It gives us a strong
ally, and the fact that so powerful a
corporation as the Pennsylvania has a
direct concern In our interest Increases
our prestige. The talk that the Penn¬
sylvania has made the move to stop
rate-cutting Is senseless. We have for
a number of years had very close traffic
relations, and there have been no dis¬
putes. As for buying to checkmate
some probable purchase by the South¬
ern Railway, I regard that also as hav¬
ing no basis. I don't think the South¬
ern ever strongly considered buying the
Norfolk and Western."
President Fink said that one great

advantage to his road of Pennsylvania
Interest was a relief from the ultimate
necessity of extensions from Columbus,
Ohio, to the Lakes and from Hagcrs-
town, Md., North through Pennsylva¬
nia. Connections ore now made with
the Pennsylvania at both these points.
He said that the continued acquirement
of representation by-large financial In¬
terests In different railroad properties
wns simply an element of necessity
growing out of the law forbidding open
agreements on rates. In his opinion,
the small road Is gradually becoming
less Influential, and must finally. If
present conditions continue, find Its
greatest strength ns a working part
of some larger system.
