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A WONDERFUL LOVE.

Sermon Preached at the Opening
of Norfolk Presbytery.

Bot. C. D. Gllkeson's Sermon on tho Won¬

derful Jtovo or God.Delivered on Tues¬

day, the 10th Instant-Toxfa Genesis,
81 MS.

At the opening session of the Norfolk
tresbytery Rev. C. D. Gllkerson
preached from the text to be found In
Genesis. 3:15, as follows: "I will put
enmity between thee and the woman
and between thy seed and her seed; It
shall bruise thy head and thou shalt
bruise his heel." He said:
"The wonderful love of God, His long

suffering. His forbearance. His patience
with sinners finds an illustration in his
dealings with the first man and woman.

By their conduct they had forfeited our

claim upon His favor and every right
to His protection, but God's mercy here
precedes his wrath, and ere the curse Is
pronounced upon them the voice of
mercy Is heard. Veiled under the curse
upon the serpent there Is promised one
Who shall crush satan and ODen up
again to mnn the way to tho tree of life
.all the gospel system is contained In
eerm in this text. Christ 1s the seed of
the woman. Notice how much is fore¬
told of him in this wonderful promise.
Here Is His divinity, here is His hu¬
manity and miraculous conception and
birth of a virgin; here, In vivid picture,
His suffering and death are portrayed;
here Is the promise of His second com¬
ing. Thus Christ, as the deliverer of
fallen man from the power of satan,
¦was proclaimed in Eden. We have
every reason to believe that Adam and
Eve so understood it, and by faith in
this promise were justified and saved.
Our rospel is as old as Adam. Some
have dared to declare that these earlyreco/fds are myths, but God, by ful¬
filling so signally this promise, has
placed upon Genesis the seal of His ap¬
proval. The unanimity with which
each book of the Bible points to Christ
stamps it In Its several parts and as a
¦whole as tho word and work of God.
"The seed of the woman shall bruise

the serpent's head.
"I..This promise has been fulfilled,

In part, in the past, notably almost
nineteen hundred years ngo, on Cal¬
vary, when the Prince of Darkness had
arrayed his forces for the supreme at¬
tack: when, with wicked hands, Jew
and Roman, Instigated by the devil,
nailed the Saviour to the cross; When,
in the throes of death, he cried out:
'It Is finished," and gave up the ghost;
then It seemed that the Prince of Hell
had triumphed. Not so. It was but the
wounding of the hell foretold In the
text, instead of itsg being Satan's vic¬
tory, the death of Christ was his crush¬
ing defeat. By His death the law was
satisfied, justice vindicated, the ransom
for sinners held in bondage paid, the
curse removed.

"II..This promise is being fulfilledIn part under our very eyes. The world
Is the arena for the struggle between
two kingdoms. Christ leads the King¬dom of Good, Satan the Kingdom of
JSvil. Every triumph of right over
wrong, of trutli over falsehood. Is a
fulfillment of this promise. Every pro¬clamation of the gospel of Christ Is a
blow at Satan's kingdom; every Bible
printed Is n weapon forged againstSatan's kingdom; every church organ¬ised at home; every mission post estab¬
lished In heathen lands is an advance
Into Satan's territory. As the Church
of God gains ground, Satan's kingdomloses ground. The century now draw¬
ing to a close has witnessed signal vic¬
tories in heathen lands. No less than
100 stations of 1800 have grown to more
than 21".,000. The 7,000 Protestant com¬
municants in heathen lands in 1800 have
swelled to 1,300,000, with an adherencyof 3.500,000 more. Then less than ten
countries were open to the missionary;
now practically the .whole world is wide
open to hern Ids of the cross. There Is
much to encourage as we look out uponthe new century. The ranks of theLord's army are closing up, and on
every side we witness an earnest desirethat the church shall show a solid frontto the phalanx of the dovel. But thereIs a dark side. We are perplexed bythe unbelief and sin of our times. GodIs not impotent before sin, but will con¬trol it. As soldiers of th cross it Is oursto obey orders and leave results withGod. Not Glden, with his two andthirty thousand at his back; but Gidenwith his picked band of three hundred,with such implements as God hadplaced In his hands, to human reason
absolutely inadequate. Giden, followingto the letter tho commands of his cap¬tain, that gained the day. The greatcall to-day is for PERSONAL LOY¬
ALTY TO GOD and the use of HISmethods.
"Ill.This promise shall be entirelyand completely fulfilled at the secondcoming of Christ. Christ shall come asecond time. It is foreshadowed in thiswonderful text, 'which as a rainbow ofhope spans the whole scheme of sal¬

vation.' It Is the burden of promisemade by patriarchs and prophets. It isthe testimony of Christ himself. It isthe 'blessed hope' of the apostles, and
as It is the first promise of Genesis, so
is it the closing declaration and prayerof Revelation-
"When Pie shall come, no man know-

eth. and it Is useless to conjecture; but
when 'This gospel of the kingdom shall
be preached in all the world for a wit¬
ness unto all nations, then shall the end
come.' This condition is being rapidly

met Our attitude should be one of ex¬
pectancy. Our effort that we may befound faithful; our prayer that He
would sueed His coming. Then shallHe sit upon 'the throne of His glory'and summon all His enemies beforeHim.Satan, the usurper, and all whohave a nil ia ted with him; all who haveadopted his measure and by lying anddeceit, persecution and oppression havemade the world one of bitterness andtears; all 'who love not God and obeynot the gospel of his Son' shall be castinto outer darkness and Into the lakethat burncth with fire and brimstone.But the seed of the woman.the follow¬
ers of the Lamb.shall be openly ac¬quitted, welcomed into the kingdomand given a place with the victor onHis throne- Satan shall be some daycompletely overthrown, but Is there nodeliverance in thi3 present world?There is. Satan falls from heavenwhen he falls from the throne of men'shearts, and when, by grace of God, we
cast him down from our hearts and
enthrone Christ there, then for us
Satan Is burled. When we have en¬
throned Christ as king of our hearts,then every step upwards, every tempta¬tion and wrong trampled under foot.God Is through us bruising Satan. The
soul that trusts In Jesus must conquer,for He not only fights for God, but Godfights for him."

STRONG GROUND AGAINST IN¬
TEMPERANCE.OTHER ITEMS.
Conference convened nt. 0 a. m., yes¬

terday and wass called to order by
Bishop Handy.
Devotional exercises were conducted

by Revs. 1*. R. Watson and W. J. Bec¬
kett. The Scriptural lesson was taken
from the 23rd Psalm and the confer¬
ence song "Take the Name of Jesus
With You."
The minutes of Thursday's session

were read and after correction adopted.
Rev. C. T. Shaffer. D. D., Secretary of

the Church Extension Department of
the A. M. E. Church. Hon. T. C. Walk¬
er, of Gloucester, Rev. J. B. K. Butler
and S. W. C. Mitz. of the Baptist
church and Dr. James Dean, PresidingElder of the South Carolina Conference,
were Introduced and extended the cour¬
tesies of the conference. Dr. Shaffer
made some very timely and instructive
remarks.
The certificate of transfer of Rev.. J.

C. Williams from the Plttsburg Confer¬
ence to the Virginia Conference was
read by the secretary.
The Bishop called for the report of

the report of the Committee on Ad¬
missions. Further time was asked for
and granted.
The report of the committee on the

studies of the first and second years
was called, but not being ready they
were passed by.
The committee on the class of the

third year reported through Rev. J. B.
Tyncs. The report was approved.
The report of the committee on Tem¬

perance was read by Rev. B. J. Har-
graves. It is a lengthy document and
calls attention to the fact that the
church has in solemn utterance sound¬
ed the alarm of danger even against
moderate drinking and has also marked
the traffic with a deeper stigma of de¬
testation, They who concern themselves
with social science tell us that a large
proportion of the disruptions, debauch¬
eries and assassinations are caused or
promoted by alcoholic drinks.
The report closes by recommending

the following for adoption by the con¬
ference.
Therefore be is Resolved. 1st. That

we the members of this conference ab¬
stain from all intemperate habits, that
we may go before our people with a
clear conscience/
2nd. We recommend that no pnslor

will appoint or cause to be confirmed
any^member that knowingly Is guilty
of intemperate habits.

3rd. We recommend that each pastor
preach or lecture at least once a year
on this important subject.
The report was spoken to by Dr. Sea-

lin. Dr. A. L-. Gaines, Revs. E. H. Bal¬
den, C. Augustus,J. E. Cooke, J. N. Of¬
fer and Bishop Handy, and then unan¬
imously adopted.
A letter of greeting was read from

the Southern Presbytery of Virginia.
It was received and made a part of the
records and a committee of five consist¬
ing of Revs. C. A. Holmes.A. D. Gaines,
J. Strange. E. H. Balden and I. E. Butt
who was appointed to prepare and for¬
ward a reply.
The commute on examinations for

the first year reported through Rev.
Gco. D. Jimmison. It was adopted.
Rev. E. H. Balden read the report of

the committee on admissions, when the
name of John Randolph was reached
the passage of the report was arrested
by Rev. Jimmerson on the ground of
the irregularities in his application.
After Investigation the Bishop ruled
that the candidate could not be admit¬
ted on said application.
Rev. S. C. Hatcher, of the Queen

Street M. E. Church, South, was in¬
troduced to the conference. He made
appropriate remarks.
Hon. T. C. Walker made some very

timely and instructive remarks and
brought greetings from the faculty of
Hampton Normal School. The greeting
was received and a reply ordered to be
forwarded.
The report of the special committee

on the "Mint Spring" was read by Rev.
W. R- Gulllns. The passage of the re¬

port was arrested by Rev. C. Augustus,
who offered an amendment, that the
same be published in the papers of the
town of Satunton. The amendment was
objected to on the ground that It was
ncn-essentlal. A vote was taken and
the amendment was carried, yeas 5S;
noes 7, and the report as amended was
adopted as a whole. A supplemental re¬
port was also adopted.
In the discussion of the report on

Temperance, Dr. Seaton declared that
members of the churches who are
guilty of drinking should not be select¬
ed as officers of the church because of
their example. He wanted the United
States to close all the distilleries and
then there would not be whiskey for
me* to drink.
Rev. E. H. Balden took the ground

that the negro could not be trained out
of the habit of drinking until the moth¬
ers were trained not to drink their tod¬
dy and beer.
Bishop Handy said you are not to

shift the responsibility on the women
or ll»e government, for I am told that
there are men right here on this con¬
ference floor who get drunk.and I am
going to give you an apportunity to
show whether you are in earnest in this
matter by holdng an executive session
to-morrow, when you can bring these
parties before the conference and get
rid of them. If they drink you can send
them out Into the world where they be¬
long. The Bishop also Indicated that
drinking whiskey Is not the only evil.
I have letters charging some of you
with lying, dishonesty and not paying
your dehts. I am going to put the whole
matter into the hands of a committee
for thorough investigation and If you
arc guilty you will have to look for
other work, for the church will have no

further use for you."
At 1:30 p. m. the conference adjourn¬

ed to 2:30 p. m. Benediction by Dr.
Shaffer.

nial giver. Bishop Handy and wife. The
opening address was made by Dr. P. L.
Barber. Dr. Seaton acted as master of
ceremonies. Then followed a very ap¬
probate program, consisting of hymns
by the choir and congregation, ritualis¬
tic services, an address by Rev. J. L.
Butta. as an executive officer, and Rev.

J. B. Cookc on the Bishop as a prench-
er. An elegant electric cane was pre¬
sented to the Bishop and a gold headed
silk umbrella to his wite In apprecia¬tion of their services to the church-
The Bishop accepted the presents in
behalf of himself and wife in eulogistic
remarks.
The exercises were brought to a close

by resolutions adopted by the Board of
Stewards and trustees expressive of Its
high appreciation of Dr. Seaton as a
pastor and preacher, as well as of his
consecrated life. This was followed bythe presentation of Dr. Seaton of a
beautiful silver mounted electric, cane
and a life size portrait of himself, to¬
gether with a well filled purse, the giftof the congregation. The Doctor re¬
sponded In eloquent terms.

had never been sent to the assembly.Thereupon Rev. J. H. Hurdulitt was
elected in his place-
The report on foreign mission was

read by the chairman of the commit¬
tee. Rev. R. B. Eggleston. and stirring
speeches were made by Rev. E. B. Mc¬
Cluer nnd Rev. G. W. Lawson.
ProL Charles E. Blshos, the candi¬

date for llcensure, in-cached his trial
sermon from the text Gal. 5:16."If ye
walk In the spirit ye shall not fill till
the law of the flesh " The sermon was
very much enjoyed by the whole con¬
gregation and was approved as a partof his examination.
Rev. J. Stanly Thomas was appointedto preach the Prcsbyterial sermon nt

the fall meeting upon the "Work ofthe Holy Ghost."
Rev. C. W. Maxwell's report for theCommittee on the Invalid Fund wasadopted, providing that the amountasked from the Presbytery (about $280)be apportioned nmong the churches,and the churches recuestod to raisetheir parts In full. Also that a list be

opened for those ministers who wouldvolunteer to see that the amounts ap¬portioned their churches this year for
this fund be raised. Nearly all of the
ministers present signed this list. This
menus that if the churches do not raisetheir proportion of the fund for the
support of infirm ministers that thepastors will pay it themselves.
Rev. B. A. Robinson has been sickof grip and was excused for tardiness

and enrolled. He is now preachingevery Sunday to the Belle Haven andPowelton Churches In addition to the
management of his prosperous schoolat Onnneock.
Rev. d W. Maxwell and MajorHumphreys were appointed to preparea memorial of Dr. W. S. Lacy for th°adjourned meeting nt First Church,Norfolk, on May 11th.
Rev. R. B. Eggleston made a motion,which was ndopted, providing that ateach regular meeting of Presbytery theModerator bo nominated for election atthe next regular meeting, and that Ihedelegates to the General Assembly benominated at the fall meeting.The Committee on the Manual was

continued with authority to revise upto date nnd print.
Cape Charles Church presented a cnllfor the pastoral services of Rev. A. S.Vennble for a start of his time. Rev.Mr. Venable accepted the call and order

was tnken for his Installation.
.In view of the fact that a church

building Is very much needed at CapeCharles (the services are now conduct¬
ed in the Methodist Church) it was re¬
solved to nsk our churches to give a
contribution to this cause on the even¬
ing of the last Sunday of April.
Rev. A. S. Venable (height 6 feet 2),and Revs. Hurdulitt. Eggleston and

Welofrd (allabove six feet) were ap¬pointed to examine Prof. C. E. Bishop(height fiVi feet) upon academic studies.
They reported thnt they found him
short in nothing bill stature.
Rev. C. D. Gllkerson offered a motion,

which was adopted, requiring sessions
to forward Presbytrlnl reports to the
proper chairmen of the committees
some days before the meeting of Pres¬
bytery, so that the work may be In
shape before the time of meeting.
